This position is responsible for support and collaboration with the visual arts director on instruction,
curriculum planning, implementation, mentorship, and performance/showcase planning for 30 students at our
2-week long, summer arts program. Instructors live on-site at Willamette University throughout the program.
A typical daily schedule includes: 5 instructional hours, productionmeetings, instructional preparation time
and evening showcases/performances.

● Guide one or more youth counselors who will also serve as teaching assistants
● Teach an elective class in any subject you wish (does not have to be arts based)
● Be a part of the camp community including campmeals, performances, activities, andmore.
